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Guidelines for Ethical Conduct

The Birmingham Kennel Club has established these guidelines in order to protect and
promote the advancement of purebred dogs, proper breeding practices, and community
education toward more knowledgeable, responsible dog ownership. As members of the
Birmingham Kennel Club, we agree to uphold the following:

1. To be responsible for an understanding and awareness of the principles of the Constitution
and By-Laws of the Birmingham Kennel Club as well as those of the Rules and Regulations
of the American Kennel Club and to further be responsible for acting in accordance with
the spirit and tenor thereof.

2. To support the projects and activities of the Club by giving freely of our time, resources,
and expertise when called upon to do so.

3. To maintain high standards in providing for the physical and emotional requirements of all
dogs in our care.

4. To breed only those dogs which are healthy, free from serious hereditary defects, and
representative of the Standard of the Breed.

5. To produce puppies only when time and facilities are available to provide adequate
attention to their physical and emotional development until such time as they are sold.

6. Torefuse to supply dogs for sale to commercial enterprise or to allow stud dogs to be used
toward this end.

7. To refuse to sell for breeding purposes any dog which does not adequately meet Breed
Standards and to recommend spaying/neutering with the sale of any pet quality puppies.

8. To provide with any dog sold, a complete health record, registration record (if applicable),
pedigree, diet and care information along with a written bill of sale/contract signed by all
parties to the agreement, outlining the purpose and all stipulations to the sale, and to
continue to provide reasonable help for the life of the dog.

9. To share with the public our knowledge of the Standards and care of our respective
breeds.

10. To conduct ourselves in such a manner as to promote good sportsmanship, never
demeaning another fancier of his breed, nor compromising the integrity of the Club.
